(A) BRITAIN’S ROYAL WINDSOR CASTLE TO GET HYDRO-ELECTRIC POWER PLANT
Windsor Castle, one of Queen Elizabeth II of the United Kingdom's official residences, is to get a
*hydro-electric power scheme. The £1 million project will consist of a series of under-water turbines
to be installed at Romney Weir in the nearby River Thames. The system will generate 200kW, enough
to meet approximately one third of the castle's electricity needs.
The electricity from the four turbines will not be sold into the local electricity *grid, but will

instead be directly connected to Windsor Castle's electrical system. It will save 600 tons of carbon



dioxide from being released into the atmosphere every year. The scheme was announced after it
gained planning permission from the local council, the plans having been submitted in February of
last year. A *feasibility study will now be conducted, with construction scheduled to start next year.

The Windsor Castle is not the only environmentally-friendly Royal scheme. A borehole beneath
Buckingham Palace provides cold water for air-conditioning and the Duke of Edinburgh's taxi runs

on liquid petroleum gas.

(B) MANY STILL BELIEVE MYTHS ASSOCIATED WITH CANCER

A recent survey conducted by the American Cancer Society has turned up some surprising
results: Americans generally hold false beliefs about the nature of cancer and its treatment, (A)
many believe they are well informed. Health experts say this ignorance could be dangerous: People
may be making poor health decisions -- avoiding cancer screenings or rejecting potentially life-saving
treatments -- based on their incorrect notions.

The most common misconception is that surgery causes cancer to spread. Decades ago, cancer
often was not discovered until it was very advanced. At that stage, surgical efforts were rarely

successful, and many patients died soon after procedures were performed. This may have given rise



to the mistaken belief that the surgeries caused the disease to worsen.
Another commonly held myth is that there is a cure for cancer, but the medical industry is
withholding it in order to continue profiting from the sale of less effective treatments and

"*conspiracy theory" may not be guided by it in making their personal

medications. Believers in this
health decisions, though. The American Cancer Society says that even though many people are
suspicious of the medical industry in general, they have a trusting relationship with their own
physicians and are likely to follow their advice.

Almost 20 percent of the people surveyed felt that medications for cancer pain were ineffective.
About 10 percent expressed the belief that cancer could be cured with a positive attitude alone, while
a similar number felt that there was no effective treatment for cancer. The fact is, cancer survival

and treatments -- including pain management -- have vastly improved in the last thirty years.

(C) MORE U.K. SCHOOLS TO TEACH LATIN
The U.K. education secretary Gavin Williamson has announced a new $5.5 million program to
teach Latin at 40 schools across the country. Mr. Williamson said the Latin Excellence Program aims
to "level up" opportunities for students in some government-run schools. Latin is a language that
was spoken in the area around Rome over 2,000 years ago. It is taught in 49% of the UK's "elite"

private schools but only 2.7% of state schools. Williamson said: "Latin has a reputation as an elitist



subject, (1) is reserved for the privileged few, (2) the subject can bring so many benefits to young
people, so I want to put an end to that divide." He added: "Latin can help pupils with learning modern
foreign languages."

The initiative has sparked a heated debate about the benefits of Latin. Many people have

(D) WHY WE SEE FACES EVERYWHERE WE LOOK

If you have ever imagined a face in an *inanimate object, your brain is engaged in a process called
pareidolia. This is the tendency to see a pattern or meaning in something, where actually there is
nothing there. Seeing faces in everyday objects is a common experience. Many of us perceive a smiley
face in the clouds, in the froth of a cappuccino, or in an object as *mundane as an electrical plug
socket. Scientists from the University of Sydney in Australia conducted a study to investigate
whether our brain processes these *illusory faces in the same way it does with real human faces.
Their research suggests there are some similarities in how we recognize both human and "false"
faces.

In the study, 17 volunteers looked at a series of illusory and human faces. They had to rate the



strength of emotional attachment they felt upon seeing each one. The researchers' conclusion was
that the same *neural circuitry was involved (1) determining what was or wasn't a real face.
Psychologist David Alais said: "We know these objects are not truly faces, yet the perception of a face
lingers." He added: "We end up with...a parallel experience that the object is both a compelling face
and an object." Mr. Alais said the brain sees two things at once, and that we focus more on the image
of a face than the fact it is an object. He added: "The first impression of a face does not give way to

the second perception of an object."
